Reading and writing have always been an important part of Jewish
tradition. The oldest Hebrew writing was discovered on carvings in the
Sinai Desert. These carvings are more than 3,500 years old. At first,
Hebrew was written in picture writing like the kind used in Egypt. Later,
letters got their names from the words they pictured, and each letter
stood for the first sound in its name. For example, the letter X was an
ox head: ﬁ . Its name comes from an ancient word for ox. If you look
closely, you can still see the ox’s head in the X.

Here are some other examples of Hebrew letters that come from picture writing.
